	Cystic fibrosis
	Fungi digest their food outside their body use this type of feeding
	A Hybrid
	The naming of an organism using the latin genus and species names

	Saprophytic
	A kingdom which contains single celled organisms such as algae
	Binomial system
	A type of algae with chloroplasts, a nucleus and flagellum.

	Protoctists
	This phylum includes animals that contain a backbone
	Euglena
	A type of variation influenced by both genetic and environment eg height

	Chordata
	Organisms that give birth to live young
